When you first brought up the subject of the Corrective Action Tracking System
_ (CATS) Secretary’s Quarterly. Report at our January 16, 2001, monthly =
discussion, I understood you to be making a comparison between late
headquarters (HQ) actions of my office and those of the Office of Defense
Programs (DP).

The inaccurate report you were referencing showed no HQ late actions for DP and
111 for Environmental Management (EM). The Office of Environment, Safety
and Health has corrected the referenéed report as noted in the attachment. As the
memorandum from Mr. Stadler indicates, the correct number for HQ EM late
actlons should have been “ ‘zero”. That is not to suggest that there are no late items
in the fi¢ld for both EM and DP. For our part, we are working vigorously to close
corrective actions as quickly as possible.

Buased on EM’s request. the “Responsible Organization™ for this CAP was changed in the
CATS database from EM to OR. Environmental Management also requesied the revision
be included as a change to the | Quarter FY 2001 Corrective Action Program report.
